Retrace Revere’s ride to Concord and 
Lexington, or go to Salem to visit the 
House of Seven Gables and the Witch 
Museum. Have a memorable seafood 
dinner in historic Gloucester or Rock-
port on Cape Ann.

From its celebrated symbols of pa-
triotism to its undiscovered neigh-
borhoods, the sights and sounds of 
the nation’s revolutionary birthplace 
inspire millions of visitors every year. 
Packed with famous sights, free attrac-
tions, and an endless calendar of spe-
cial events, Boston offers year-round  
inspiring experiences.

In addition to its historic significance, 
Boston was also home to the Second 
New England School, made up of six 
composers whose music embodies 
American Classical music.

John Knowles Paine  
One of the first American born com-
posers to achieve fame for large scale 
orchestra works

Arthur Foote 
The first American composer to be 
trained entirely in the United States

George Chadwick 
One of the first composers to be 
recognized as responsible for the first 
significant body of concert works by 
composers from the United States

Amy Beach 
First successful American female 
composer of large scale art music. Her 
“Gaelic Symphony” was premiered by 
the Boston Symphony Orchestra in 
1886

Edward MacDowell 
One of the first 7 Americans to be hon-
ored by membership in the American 
Academy of Arts and Letters

Horatio Parker 
Charles Ives teacher, he was an organ-
ist at Trinity Church and graduated of 
Cambridge

Also visit the Bunker Hill Monument, that commemorates the 
first major battle of the American Revolution

of Music at Berklee or the Boston University School of Music
