By American standards, Boston is
old! You can walk cobbled streets lit
by gas lamps and visit sites integral to
the American Revolution. This is the
city of Paul Revere, Sam Adams, John
Hancock and Elizabeth “Mother”
Goose. By day, see a re-enactment of
the Boston Tea Party or a game by the
Red Sox, and at night attend a concert
by the Boston Symphony or the Pops.
Retrace Revere’s ride to Concord and
Lexington, or go to Salem to visit the
House of Seven Gables and the Witch
Museum. Have a memorable seafood
dinner in historic Gloucester or Rock-
port on Cape Ann.

Launched in 1797, the USS Constitution
served in the American Revolution, the American Civil War, the Battle
of 1812 and is the world’s oldest commissioned U.S. naval vessel still
afloat. Also visit the Bunker Hill Monument, that commemorates the
first major battle of the American Revolution
